AGGRESSION AND
RESISTANCE THROUGH

THE LENS OF THE
MUSEUM

Russian aggression against Ukraine began long
before tanks rolled and missiles flew in February
2022. Moscow’s attempts to dominate Ukraine
and silence Kyiv through political pressure,
energy blackmail, propaganda, and agents of
influence had failed. Ukrainians chose freedom.
The Kremlin responded with open war.

Since 2014, Ukraine has resisted the invader
at the front and in the rear, with weapons and
words, in courts and in the media. Over these
years, hundreds of thousands of documented
violations of international law have been recorded
in multiple areas. From the start of the war, it
became clear: the aggressor’s crimes must be
documented, and myths and falsifications must
be stripped away.

In 2020, the Ukrainian Institute of National
Remembrance, the Mission of the President
in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the
Prosecutor General’'s Office, the Prometheus
Security Environment Research Center, and the
International Renaissance Foundation joined
forces to launch the Virtual Museum of Russian
Aggression. The Virtual Museum of Russian
Aggression collects documents, testimonies,
databases, photos, and videos, and invites
visitors to view the war through a proven lens:

This publication is based on the
exhibition that was displayed in
Kyiv in 2024 and draws on materials
from the Virtual Museum of
Russian Aggression.

comprehensive narratives, maps, and timelines.
Analysts, human rights defenders, journalists,
and researchers from across Ukraine are active
partners in this effort.

Since 2022, Russia has escalated its crimes
across Ukraine. Stories that began in Crimea
in 2014 and in the war in east of Ukraine have
continued and repeated under the full-scale
invasion in regions including Kyiv, Kharkiv,
Kherson, and Chernihiv. In 2024, the museum
prepared its first major exhibition: 10 Years of
Aggression. 10 Years of Resistance. This book
grows out of that collective work. It contains
candid chapters about betrayal and resistance,
about enemy strikes and inevitable retribution,
about repression, and about dignity that endures
even under fire.

The Museum is not a place of silence. It
resonates withvoices. It carriesthe storiesof cities
and villages, soldiers and volunteers, children and
teachers, doctors and law enforcement officers,
activists and journalists — of those whose lives
were taken and of those who survived. This book
is not an ending but a continuation. It reminds
us that when the aggressor destroys, when
resistance persists, memory must work for the
sake of life that continues.

'July 2013, six months before the occupation of
Crimea. Commander of the Navy of Ukraine Yuriy
Ilyin, Presidents Viktor Yanukovych and Vladimir Putin
at the Navy Day celebration in Sevastopol. According
to the Decree of President Yanukovych, the Day of
the Ukrainian Navy is synchronized with the Day of
the Russian Navy. The leaders of the two states and
fleets talk about friendship.

Russia was preparing to attack in advance,
recruiting traitors in the top tiers of the Ukrainian
government long before the start of the
Euromaidan.

Kyiv

In 2014, the then president of Ukraine Victor
Yanukovych shows his treasonous intent. During
his tenure, (pro)Russian personnel is appointed
to the top positions in the Armed Forces, the
Security Service of Ukraine, and other defense
and security sector bodies. These people serve
as the main prop for the authorities in the fight
against their own people, in particular, on January
18, 2014, during the shooting of the Heavenly
Hundred.

Sevastopol

Following an unexpected flight of the bankrupt
president from Kyiv, Russia switches to the armed
aggression scenario against Ukraine. At the end
of February 2014, reinforcements start to arrive
at the Russian military bases in Crimea. At the
same time, organized groups of foreign "tourists”
of athletic physique check in hotels, arrive at the
offices of pro-Russian organizations, and even at
monasteries of the peninsula. After the defeat in
Kyiv, the security personnel of the Internal Troops
and Berkut riot police units return to Simferopol
and Sevastopol.

The Black Sea Fleet serves as a perfect cover
for the occupying forces; the local anti-Maidan
movement is a cover for Russian militants, whereas
the fugitive president lendsasemblance of political
legitimacy to this special operation. On February
23, 2014, a Russian military plane takes him to the
Black Sea Fleet air base in Hvardiyske. Yanukovych
in Crimea is the last Russian trump card in their
attempt to disguise the foreign intervention as
a "civil war".

Russia
promises peace, friendship, and a high standard
of living. More than 9,000 out of 13,000 Ukrainian

Collaborating officials and leaders of illegal armed
formations are often less fortunate — they just
die under mysterious circumstances.

In the meantime, Yanukovych continues to
hide in Russia after being sentenced in absentia
for high treason and aiding in the conduct of an

Clashes start. The law enforcement officers
are standing by, but the peaceful protesters
are habitually self-organizing. That day, they
deliver a very clear statement that revising
the status of Crimea is out of question. They
have the upper hand, and they are already
in the parliament building. Just to prevent
violence, the democratic forces agree to
leave the government square as heroes. A few
years later, February 26 will be included in the
calendar of memorable dates of Ukraine by
presidential decree as the Day of Resistance to
the Occupation of the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea and the City of Sevastopol.

The very next day, Russian special forces seize
strategic facilities in Crimea, but this does not
stop the civil society, especially on Shevchenko’s
Day. About a thousand Ukrainians in Simferopol
celebrate these special dates in March at the
Taras Shevchenko monument. They honor the
fallen on the Maidan and speak out in support

of Ukraine’s unity. Several hundred people
also gather in Sevastopol to mark the 200th
anniversary of Taras Shevchenko and call for an
end to the occupation. The peaceful activists
are attacked by (pro)Russian militants, and two
of the organizers are kidnapped. Despite the
obvious danger, protests and civil resistance in

Donetsk

Residents of Donetsk are watching the events
in Crimea and feel the same threat. Therefore, on
March 04, 2014, they rally to demonstrate their
firm position—theywant to live ina united Ukraine.
Peaceful demonstrations are almost immediately
attacked by thugs brought in from Russia. On
March 13, Russian intelligence services launch a
massive terror attack in Donetsk. Hundreds of
young men with knives, bats, and guns attack a
peaceful rally. Activist Dmytro Chernyavsky dies
of a stab wound...

Kherson

In 2022, the Russians manage to capture (and
then lose) the only regional capital. But even here,
in the center of Kherson, armed occupiers face
peaceful rallies under Ukrainian flags. Thousands
of citizens protest throughout the region until
the end of April 2022. Then the Ruscists resort
to even more brutal repressions. From the first
days of the full-scale invasion, they are unable to
stop the self-sacrificing and fierce resistance of
unarmed people in different parts of Ukraine.

Chernihiv Region

On February 24, 2022, convoys of Russian
vehicles are moving towards Chernihiv through
the border community of Horodnya. Despite
the sudden attack and mortal danger, the
community does not freeze in fear. People turn
back Russian armored vehicles almost with their
bare hands. They cut trees and block the roads.
They are separated from Simferopol, which has
been occupied for several years, by more than
1000 km, checkpoints, and a hellish front line. But
they share the same values—on March 9, Taras
Shevchenko's birthday, the townspeople also
gather under Ukrainian flags. Occupiers stand by
in stunned silence as the square erupts in "Glory
to Ukraine! Glory to the heroes!" m

On the night of February 27, 2014, Russian
soldiers without insignia capture the building
of the Government of Autonomous Republic of
Crimea. The Crimean parliament is also under
their control. Government Square is surrounded
by militants. These are the first overt acts of
armed Russian aggression.

Simferopol

The autonomy’s parliament met twice by
then—on February 21 and 26, but they did NOT
vote for separatist decisions. The people in
front of the Verkhovna Rada of the ARC also

expressed a clear position in support of Ukraine.
Another large-scale rally dispells the hesitation of
individual people’s representatives.

Later, Igor Girkin, a participant in the hybrid
aggression, would complain that he had no
support from the authorities in Simferopol. On
February 27, 2014, his militants gather Crimean
MPs all around the city so that they could vote
at the gun point for the so-called "referendum”
in the seized building. The aggressor hastily
changes the head of the government. They
appoint Sergey Aksyonov, who goes by the
nick of Goblin and has no real influence, but is

convenient and very pro-Russian. It doesn’t
matter that his party received only 4.02% of votes
in the last democratic elections to the Crimean
parliament...

The local authorities are among the first
targets of the invaders, as their decisions can be
used to mask the occupation. However, not all
officials become obedient tools of the Russians.
When legitimate representatives of communities
do not cooperate, they are replaced by impostors.
Puppets are demonstratively declared "people’s
mayors", "people’s governors', and their illegal
activities are "people’s republics”.

Instead, real people’s representatives and
opinion leaders are persecuted. Among them are
public activists, journalists, priests, sportsmen,
scientists, educators, as well as officials and
community leaders who disagree with Russia.
They are the first victims of threats, searches,
kidnappings, torture and executions.

Horlivka

In the militant-held city of Horlivka in Donetsk
Oblast, local councilman Volodymyr Rybak is
trying to re-erect the Ukrainian flag over the city.
On April 17, 2014, thugs from the Bezler group
kidnap the 42-year-old patriot for this act. He is
sent to Slovyansk, tortured and mercilessly Killed.
On April 19, local fishermen find two bodies in
the Kazennyi Torets River, one of them being
Volodymyr, and another a participant in the
Revolution of Dignity, student Yuriy Popravka...

With the beginning of a full-scale invasion, the
occupiers organize brutal hunts for local activists
and community leaders in city and village of
Ukraine they hold. Since February 2022, there are
numerous cases of kidnappings of such citizens
of Ukraine in the Zaporizhzhia, Kherson, Kyiv,
Sumy, Chernihiv, Kharkiv, Luhansk, and Donetsk
oblasts.

Kyiv Oblast

In the village of Motyzhyn in the Kyiv Oblast,
village head Olga Sukhenko, along with her
husband Igor and son Oleksandr, remain with
the community. In the most difficult days of the
occupation, the family supports fellow villagers,
collects and transmits operational information
to Ukrainian defenders. After a series of military
setbacks, the occupiers organize a punitive raid
on the village. On March 23, 2022, the Russians
come to the Sukhenkos’ house. The fate of the
family will become known only after the liberation
of the village - on April 2, a mass grave with the
bodies of 4 people was found in the forest near
Motyzhyn. The tied hands and the nature of
the injuries leave no doubt about the deliberate
execution of the community head and her family.

The victims of Russian massacres have been
honored with high state awards. Volodymyr
Rybak was posthumously awarded the title of
Hero of Ukraine with the Golden Star Order. Olga
Sukhenko was awarded the Order "For Courage"
of the 3rd degree. m

Probably, he thought that he could escape this fate
and everything would be fine. But he could not have

acted otherwise, because he lived in accordance with
his principles. He spoke and acted as he saw fit.

IN THE
CROSSHAIRS

SHALL | SHOOT ¥OU OR
CO-OPT YOU?

In Russia, "media" is just a word to gloss over
delivery platforms and channels for official
propaganda.

Russian "media" are pushing the Kremlin’s
misanthropicideologyaroundtheworld24/7. Their
information warfare usually precedes the armed
aggression and then accompanies it serving the
goals of the occupier. Ruscists work to a typical
scheme: sowing information chaos in advance,
isolating independent media, monopolizing the
information space, and ultimately physically
attacking TV towers and signal repeaters of the
targeted country.

Simferopol

Crimea State Broadcasting Company becomes
one of the first victims of Russian aggression
in Ukraine. On March 6, 2014, its building and
the Crimean Radio and Television Broadcasting
Center are seized by "volunteers from Moscow"—
that’s how one of the blockers introduces himself
to the Crimean journalist Osman Pashayev. And
while the democratic world is figuring out the
confusing names, all Ukrainian channels are taken
off air on the peninsula within a week. Instead,
Russia-24and 32 more federal Russian TV channels
are up. Russia launches a massive disinformation
and propaganda campaign preparing the ground
for the infamous "referendum®. Until March 12,

4 The shelling of the television towers in 2022 also

resulted in human losses. On March 1, 2022, 5
civilians are killed in Kyiv. Among them is Yevhen
Sakun, cameraman of the Live channel. On March
15, 2022, 9 people were killed and another 9 were
injured in Antopil.

2014, circulation of 90% of Ukrainian media is
blocked on the territory of Crimea. To this day,
the activities of independent journalists on the
peninsula are fraught with risks: from illegal
detention to fabricated criminal cases.

Slovyansk

The same scheme is at work in April 2014 in
eastern Ukraine: the TV tower on Karachun
hill near Slovyansk, TV centers in Donetsk
and Luhansk are seized. For over a decade all
Ukrainian channels have been blocked there, and
the population has been bombarded by Russian
television propaganda.

From the beginning of the full-scale invasion,
Russian propaganda and disinformation reign in
all newly occupied territories. There are reports
of the "sacking" of Kyiv, Zaporizhzhia, Odesa... If
the enemy cannot hold the infrastructure, they
tried to destroy it. In Kherson, the Russians try to
blow up the local TV center during their retreat.

Antopil

Ukrainian TV towers and repeaters are among
the first targets of rocket attacks. On March 1,
2022, two Russian missiles hit the TV tower in
Kyiv. On March 15, a TV tower is attacked in the
village of Antopil near Rivhe, and the next day in
Vinnytsia.

Since 2014, there have been numerous
cases of pressure, threats, obstruction of
professional activities, illegal detentions, torture,
and disappearances.

(kidnapped in Donetsk, and held in the Izolyatsia
concentration camp) received widespread media
coverage. Vladyslav Yesypenko, Iryna Danylovych,
Maksym Butkevich and other Ukrainian journalists
are still in Russian captivity. Two more, Victoria
Roschyna and Dmytro Khilyuk, remain missing in
the territory of the Russian Federation. Relatives
of media workers also often become victims of
aggression.

According to the Partition Treaty of
1997, the Russian Black Sea Fleet remains
in Crimea. After 17 years, this Trojan horse
becomes a weapon of Putin’s aggression
against Ukraine.

The Black Sea Fleet provides cover for
the Russian militarization of the peninsula.
At the outset of the invasion, the "local"
Black Sea Fleet servicemen take part in
blocking Ukrainian military units along
with the newly arrived occupiers.

The military men of both states,
having lived side-by-side in Crimea for
decades, have a web of close personal
ties. Moscow fears the integration of the
Russian Black Sea Fleet servicemen in the
Ukrainian society, and at the same time
cynically uses this factor to encourage
the military men of Ukraine to defect. In
2014, neighbors and relatives sometimes
watch each other through rifle sights.

Although main events of the Russian
occupation of Crimea unfold on land,
Russian ships also do their part at sea.
They sea-lift additional troops from the

Donuzlav

It is at sea that the last act of organized
resistance of the Ukrainian military to the
Russian occupation of Crimea unfolds. On March
14, 2014, in order to avoid physical capture at the
pier, 5 ships of the Navy of Ukraine replenish
their supplies of fuel, fresh water, and food and
leave for the middle of the Donuzlav Bay. They
are already trapped, because the narrow mouth
of the bay is blocked by the enemy. On March 25,
when all Ukrainian parts of the peninsula have
already been captured, and Moscow is flaunting
the "return of Crimea to its native harbor”, the
minesweeper Cherkasy is holding on to the last.

In a standoff lasting several hours, against
several helicopters and boats with Russian special
forces, 48 Ukrainian sailors finally lose their ship,
but keep the battle flag, the portrait of Taras
Shevchenko, and the stern badge. A feature film
about the crew of Cherkasy was released in 2019,
and in 2022 actors from its cast volunteered to
defend Ukraine.

X

Snake Island

Russian ships participating in the Donuzlav
blockade later find an inglorious end. Among
them is the missile cruiser Moskva (until 1996
named Slava). This is the "Russian warship" told
off by the defenders of the Snake Island in the
famous radio traffic that became an instant
meme in Ukraine and abroad. Less than two
months later, on April 14, Moskva, the flagship of
the Russian Black Sea Fleet gets two Ukrainian-
made Neptun anti-ship missiles into its port
side. The pride of the Russian fleet becomes just
another shipwreck at the bottom of the Black
Sea, and a museum exhibit for Ukraine.

Sevastopol

The destruction of the flagship is only a prelude
to more defeats of the enemy fleet. Marine
drones of Ukraine herald a real revolution in naval
operations. They regularly send Russian ships
after Moskva. The Russian fleet also suffers losses
from air strikes. On September 22, 2023, Ukrainian
missiles blow up the pompous Black Sea Fleet
headquarters building in Sevastopol. =

Ukrainian aerodromes are the dream and the
curse for the Russian occupiers.

Two Crimean airfields were not enough for
the Kremlin. The Black Sea Fleet of the Russian
Federation started using them as early as 1997,
according to the status of forces agreements.
In the 21st century, the Ruscists decided to
seize all the aerodromes of the peninsula:
Belbek (Sevastopol), Ukromne (Simferopol),
Novofedorivka (Saky), Kirovske, Dzhankoy...

The aggression against civilian and military
airfields in Crimea in February and March
2014 has a signature hybrid character. Russian
military men block airfields: they seize buildings,
destroy equipment, threaten Ukrainians. They
hide behind balaclavas, "human shields", and
propaganda. However, they cannot do without
violence.

Sevastopol

On March 22, 2014, only with the help of special
operations forces and an armored assault the
Russians capture the military compound of the
tactical aviation brigade in Sevastopol. That day,
the brigade medic Halyna and the engineer Ivan
Benera make it in time to get married and in two
hours to face the assault of their aviation unit
in Belbek. They keep to their oath of loyalty and
are forced to leave Crimea. Their place is taken
over by the enemy’s 38th Aviation Regiment
which will continue terrorizing Ukrainians in
2022. On July 30, 2015, Captain lvan Benera will be
posthumously awarded a badge of honor for the

In April and May 2014, the Russians go on
to invade the east of Ukraine, and plan for the
airports of Luhansk and Donetsk a scenario
similar to Crimea. But it does not go to plan.

In February 2022, the Russians are counting
on lightning success again. They are attacking
airfields all over the country-Boryspil, Vasylkiv,
Kulbakyne, Ozerne, Chuhuiv, Kramatorsk,
Starokostyantyniv, Ivano-Frankivsk...

Hostomel

First of all, they are trying to capture the
Antonov International Airport in Hostomel. This is
the coveted way into Kyiv for the occupiers. The
dash for Hostomel results in another spectacular,
but failed operation. On February 24, 2022, the

Even the occupied Ukrainian airfields are
becoming less and less safe to the Russian
occupiers. Kherson Internationa Airport located
near Chornobaivka is targeted daily resulting in
heavy losses for the invaders. Belbek in Crimea
is catching up with the legendary Chornobaivka
in terms of the effective incoming strikes.

The Russians bring along
their brutal habits to the cities and villages they
occupy.

Simferopol

At the end of February 2014, Reshat Ametov,
a 39-year-old resident of Simferopol, expresses
his disagreement with the occupation of Crimea.

Reshat goes on a solitary silent protest in the
central square. But even a solo picket provokes
the aggression of the occupiers. Ametov is forcibly
taken away in an unmarked car in plain sight of the
city center crowd. The family is looking for him for
13 days. Only a day before the pseudo-referendum,
his body with traces of brutal torture is found
buried in the forest. Other Crimean activists are
also tortured in the cells of the FSB.

Slovyansk

The Russians use the same methods in the
Donbas—kidnapping, torture, execution of
civilians. The same criminal groups that kicked
off the occupation of Crimea often continue
their subversive activity in the East of Ukraine.
In particular, the former Russian military
serviceman who leads the operation to kidnap
Reshat Ametov, later joins the Donetsk People’s
Republic (DPR) terrorist organization. In April
2014, his group kidnaps three officers of the SBU
Alfa special force in Sloviansk.

Kramatorsk

Ruscists kill and mutilate for the slightest
manifestation of the pro-Ukrainian position. On
July 27, 2014, 16-year-old Stepan Chubenko from
Kramatorsk is shot for wearing a ribbon in the
colors of the Ukrainian flag and carrying a scarf
of the Karpaty football club in his rucksack. On
August 26, 2014, an Aidar Battalion soldier Vasyl
Pelesh held as a POW has his hand cut off because
of a "Glory to Ukraine!" tattoo on his forearm.

Bakhchysarai

For 8 years, there has been no news about Ervin
Ibragimov, a member of the World Congress of
Crimean Tatars and the regional Mejlis. The man
becomes another victim of violent kidnapping.
On 05/24/2016, a video surveillance camera
accidentally records Ibrahimov being put into a
van against his will by people in uniform. After
that, the car drives towards the Bakhchysarai
Reservoir through a forest strip

Bucha

More violence is committed after the full-scale
invasion in 2022 in Kyiv, Chernihiv, Kherson, and
Kharkiv Oblasts. Russian occupiers shoot civilians,

rape adults and children, subject volunteers,
teachers, activists and just random people to
inhumane torture. After the liberation of Bucha,
bodies of Ukrainians with tied hands and traces
of torture are found on Yablunska Street, in the
building, which the occupiers chose as their
headquarters. Executions were also carried out in
the basement of the Promenysty children’s camp.
Other repressions in the city indicate that these are
not random murders, but systematic work of the
Russian army. Satellite images confirm that these
crimes began from the first days of the occupation.

Izium

Mass burials and torture chambers are also
found in other cities, towns, and villages freed
of the invaders. In the Izium forest, there is a
burial of 451 victims of Russian war crimes, there
are 7 children among them. The body of the
famous children’s writer Volodymyr Vakulenko is
identified in this mass grave under number 319.

The war goes on, the occupying power
continues atrocities. It is still impossible to
determine the exact number of victims of
Russian violence. m

REPRESSION

RUSSIANS IMITATE
JUSTICE

Russia had turned into a dictatorship even
before it started its armed aggression against
Ukraine.

The Putin regime cracked down on political
opponents and independent media, turned the
electionsintoafarce, destroyed the constitutional
system. The invaders bring the same methods
with them to the occupied territories of Ukraine.

The Russian occupation means perpetual
repression and persecution, restrictions on
rights and freedomes, illegal detentions and sham
courts. Russia has actually revived the Stalinist
standards of justice.

Simferopol

The residents of Crimea are the first to
experience this. The occupiers are taking revenge
on the activists who come to the building of
the Criman Praliament on February 26, 2014
in support of unity. Six citizens of Ukraine are
illegally convicted of "organizing mass riots" in
the fabricated "February 26 case."

Among the high-profile trials stands the "case
of Crimean terrorists.” In May 2014, the occupiers
illegally detain the Ukrainian filmmaker Oleh
Sentsov in Simferopol. He allegedly organized
a terrorist group, along with three more

Euromaidan participants. In 2015, the filmmaker
is sentenced to 20 years in prison. Only in 2019, as
a result of the exchange of Russian prisoners of
war, he returns home.

Numerous cases of persecution on national,
political, and religious grounds are recorded
in the temporarily occupied territories. The
Ukrainian Orthodox Church and Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church are being persecuted.

The Russian authorities declare the Mejlis
of the Crimean Tatar people an "extremist
organization." Since 2014, searches and arrests
become regular among Crimean Tatars, who
are accused of "involvement in the activities of
the terrorist organization Hizb ut-Tahrir." Their

In August 2022, the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation adjuges the Ukrainian Azov
Regiment a terrorist organization and bans its
activities in the Russian Federation.

These rigged trials on trumped-up
charges are blatantly lawless. Oleh Sentsov once
called such Russian legal shows "spiritual séances
for the mentally ill."

Sevastopol
The scaremongering cultivated by the
occupation administration requires regular

arrests of the "plotters". This role is apportioned to
representatives of potentially disloyal categories
of the population: Ukrainian patriots, independent
analysts, human rights activists, veterans of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine. The case of “Sevastopol
saboteurs” becomes one of such show trials,
ending in prison sentences for retired military
men, experts of the Nomos Center NGO, a think
tank studying geopolitical problems and Euro-
Atlantic cooperation in the Black Sea Region. m

OHCHR is gravely concerned by widespread practices of tor-
ture or ill-treatment by Russian armed forces, law enforce-

ment and penitentiary authorities. Torture and ill-treatment
appear to have been carried out to force victims to confess
to providing assistance to Ukrainian armed forces, to compel
them to cooperate with the occupying authorities, or to in-
timidate those with pro-Ukrainian views. Perpetrators used
methods such as punching and cutting detainees, putting
sharp objects under fingernails, hitting with batons and rifle
butts, strangling, waterboarding, electrocution, stress posi-
tions for long periods, exposure to cold temperatures or to a
hot box, deprivation of water and food, and mock executions

or threats.

circumstances". Immediately after seizing the
territories, the Russians involve the local little
Ukrainians in unchildlike games. The instrument
of youth militarization is organizations such
as Yunarmiya, the modern Russian equivalent
of Hitler Youth. In 2022, the Russian Minister
of Defense Shoigu signed an order on the
involvement of Yunarmiya cadets aged 17-18 years
"to participate in the Special Military Operation
on the territory of Ukraine."

Kramatorsk

Ukrainian children fall victims of Russian
hostilities, terrorist shellings, and sadists in the
Russian military uniform. According to official
statistics, from the beginning of the full-
scale invasion until February 2024, 522 children
were Killed and 1,215 were injured. Attacks on
humanitarian missions are especially cynical.
On April 8, 2022, the Russians delivered a missile
strike on the Kramatorsk railway station. There,
mostly women with children were waiting for the
evacuation train. On that day, 9 young Ukrainians
were killed, and 23 were injured. An 11-year-old
girl and her mother lost their legs.

Kherson

As of August 2023, the Ukrainian investigation
have established 13 cases of sexual violence
against 12 girls and 1 boy aged from 6 to 17 in
Kyiv, Mykolaiv, and Kherson Oblasts. After the de-
occupation of Kherson, 10 torture chambers are
discovered in the city. In one of them there is a
“children’s cell", where the Ruscists kept minors
and tortured them.

Mariupol

Under the guise of "evacuation”, the occupiers
are taking children to Russia. There, they change
their citizenship, and often even their names.
Abductees from Ukraine end up in Russian
orphanages. Some are also illegally adopted.
For example, the head of the faction of the
Russian parliament, Sergey Mironov, and the

Vinnytsia. The sunny child
Liza has been struggling with
ailments since birth.

Berdyansk. On June 24, 2023, the
occupiers killed two young patriots

of Ukraine in Berdyansk. Even the
resolution of the European Parliament
of June 15, 2023 with the demand to stop
the prosecution of Tihran Ohannisian
and Mykyta Khanhanov does little to
stop the Russian war criminals.

Commissioner for Children’s rights, Maria Lvova-
Belova, imposed their "foster parenthood" on
Ukrainian children. These are blatant, in-your-
face crimes. Bohdan Yermokhin, a 16-year-old
orphan from Mariupol, also became a victim of
Russian kidnapping. He was forcibly given to a
Russian foster family. The boy all the time openly
demanded to return home, he posted an appeal
to the President of Ukraine on social media.
Twice Bohdan tried to escape to Ukraine to join
his his sister, his legal guardian. The Russians
humiliated and put psychological pressure on
the child, sent him a summons to the military

BARBARIANS AGAINST

On February 1, 2024, the Russians launched
an airstrike on the Kamianska Sich national-
significance monument of the Khortytsia
National Reserve in the Kherson Oblast.

Russia conducts organized criminal activity
in relation to cultural heritage in the newly
occupied territories. Artifacts and collections
of almost 40 Ukrainian museums have already
been pillaged under the guise of "evacuation”
of cultural values. During the first two years of
the full-scale war, the Russians mutilated almost
900 monuments of architecture, urban planning,
and history, works of monumental and religious
art, and archeology sites in 17 oblasts of Ukraine.

The criminal actions of the Russian Federation
against cultural heritage in Ukraine are illegal,
the aggressor will be held accountable for them
in international courts.

Mass flooding of closed or war-damaged coal
mines has been ongoing in the Russian-occupied
territories of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts,
since 2014. 49 mines were completely flooded.
Toxic heavy metals and salts dissipate into the
drinking water contaminating it, land subsidence
is observed in the region. The breakthrough of
this water to the surface threatens earthquakes
and sinkholes.

Bunge

The poisoning of groundwater has led to a
grave environmental disaster in the Donbas. The
damage to these two Oblasts alone are estimated
at more than $31 billion in total. The water drainage
from the Yunkom mine containing a capsule
with nuclear waste costs $180,000 per month.
Radionuclides from Yunkom, such as strontium
and cesium, can rise to the surface for 8-12 years.

As of February 24, 2022, the Askania-
Nova biosphere reserve in the Kherson
Oblast is under occupation. The
Ruscists are placing military hardware
and building fortifications on the
reserve grounds. Aviation operations
scare animals and birds. During the
occupation period, there have been 7
fires in the reserve. On September 01,

Armiansk

The predatory mismanagement of the
aggressor in the occupied territories resulted
in the man-made disaster on the Crimean Titan
chemical plant. On the night of August 24, 2018,
the first release of toxic substances into the
atmosphere occurred in an industrial zone
in Armyansk. The occupation administration
concealed the scale and causes of the disaster,
while the company continued to dump hazardous
waste into cesspools. The problem revealed a
cluster of interconnected challenges of life in
the occupation — dependence on Ukrainian
resources and raw materials, and established
economic ties, on highly qualified personnel, and
modern production technologies.

Ukraine is one of the most mined countries in
the world. More than 80,000 square kilometers
of the territory of Ukraine need to be cleared
of landmines and unexploded ordnance. The
Russian occupiers also mined parts of the Black
Sea waters. Fighting causes mass mortality of
fish, seabirds, mammals, and microorganisms.

Since the beginning of the full-scale
aggression in Ukraine, 724 water works have been
destroyed, which has led to a shortage of drinking
and technical water in some regions, and to the
flooding of territories.

About 200 Emerald Network sites with an area
of 2.9 million hectares are under threat. These
are nature conservation areas defined by the
Berne Convention have been created for the
preservation of rare species and natural habitats
that require protection at the European level.
These areas play an important role in protecting
biodiversity and preserving the climate. Also
16 Ramsar wetland sites with an area of almost
600,000 hectares are under threat. Currently, 8
Ukrainian nature reserves and 10 national natural
parks are under occupation. The war has affected
about three million hectares of forest in Ukraine.
More than 23 thousand hectares of forests were
burned out. =

Odeske gas field

From the outset of their aggression in 2014,
the Russians start to grab state property outside
the administrative boundaries of Crimea and
Sevastopol. They seize the so-called "Boiko rigs",
the gas drilling platforms operating on the sea
shelf off Odesa.

Amid international sanctions and war, the
seized enterprises are not exactly prosperous.
In 2022, all passenger air service stops in Crimea.
Ports are in decline, because Ukraine constantly
monitors the marine traffic and penalizes
shipowners who violate sanctions. Even before
the full-scale invasion, production at the factories
of the occupied Donbas—in Donetsk, Makiivka,
Yenakievo, and Alchevsk is in decline. Many
coalmines are closing.

The occupiers are not be able to take full
advantage of the war spoils even after 2022. In one
of the comments, Putin voices the reason for the
invasion of the Kherson Oblast—the restoration
of water supply to the occupied Crimea through
the North Crimea Canal. However, even after the
opening of the locks on the Dnieper, this water
artery has never functioned in the pre-war mode.

Mariupol

Many large industrial enterprises were wiped
out by the hostilities. The most famous is the
Azovstal plant, once a powerhouse of the Donbas
economy, and then a fortress and stronghold of
the defenders of Mariupol. The fate of the plants
and factories in Severodonetsk, Rubizhne, and
Lysychansk is the same. The occupiers loot the

Melitopol

They loot not only the ruins of heavy
industry, but also agricultural holdings. In the
spring of 2023, the occupiers appropriate John
Deere agricultural machinery from the Agrotek-
Invest exhibition site in Melitopol. Built-in GPS
navigators identify the current location of the
stolen equipment in Chechnya.

Energodar

The largest nuclear power plant in Europe
has also been shut down since September
2022. This is the result of the so-called
"nationalization" of Zaporizhzhia NPP, its illegal
transfer to Rosatom. During the occupation,
the ZNPP experienced several blackouts. Only
reliable diesel generators have allowed to avert
a man-made disaster.

Putin himself is also engaged in looting. In

Crimea, he treats Silvio Berlusconi at the
Masandra winery to a wine from the 1775 harvest
from a bottle worth $100,000.

The Russians are trying to push Ukraine out
of global markets. This explains their systematic
attacks on Ukrainian factories, granaries, and
ports. One of the real goals of the Russian
invasion is the destruction of Ukraine’s economic
capabilities.

Russia aspires to become a monopolist in
the world food market. As in the case of energy
resources, Moscow is trying to exploit the critical
dependence of many countries on affordable
food, turning it into another geopolitical weapon.
Having failed to "freeze" Europe, Putin is now
trying to starve the rest of the world. =

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The District Court of The Hague finds Russian
citizens Igor Girkin and Sergey Dubinsky, as well
as an collaborator of the occupiers, a citizen
of Ukraine, Leonid Kharchenko, guilty of the
disaster. The sentence handed down to them is
life imprisonment, so far in absentia.

Strasbourg

An important platform for international
support for Ukraine is the European Court of
Human Rights in Strasbourg. In 2022, the ECtHR
takes for consideration 5 interstate cases related
to Russian crimes. On February 28, 2022 Ukraine
files an application with the ECtHR against Russia,
demanding to take urgent interim measures and
oblige Russia to stop military aggression against
Ukraine. On March 01, 2022 the ECtHR grants
Ukraine’s application without abridgement
obliging Russia to refrain from military attacks on
the civilian population and civilian objects.

On March 17, 2023 The International Criminal
Court issues an arrest warrant for Putin and the
Russian Commissioner for Children’s Rights,
Lvova-Belova. The president of the Russian
Federation is accused of illegally deporting

children from the occupied territories of Ukraine
to Russia, which qualifies as a war crime.

The International Court of Justice of the
United Nations is also considering two cases
based on Ukraine’s claim against the Russian
Federation. On January 31, 2024, this authoritative
body partially grants the lawsuit based on the
violation of the conventions on the prohibition of
racial discrimination and on the fight against the
financing of terrorism by the Russian Federation.
A ruling is also expected on the second case on
the abuse of the Moscow Convention on the
Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genocide.

Ukraine is also working on the establishment
of a Special International Tribunal for the Crime
of Aggression by the Russian Federation. Similar
institutions to investigate crimes in Rwanda and
the former Yugoslavia were authorized by the UN
Security Council, where Russia still has veto power.

RETURNING
(THE WAR TO) CRIMEA

On 02/26/2014, Crimeans came to a rally
in support for the unity of Ukraine. They felt
threatened, but they did not yet know that a
decade of occupation lay ahead. Russia denied
the territorial integrity of Ukraine. In contempt
of international law, the aggressor declared entire
regions of the neighboring country its "historical
lands".

The decade-long war started in Crimea. The
Ukrainian peninsula has long been an object of
imperial appetites in the Kremlin. The aggressor
invested heavily in the propaganda and loyalty of
the locals. The Russians nurtured illusions that
they would become better masters of Crimea,
would bring stability and prosperity to this land.

In 2014, the occupiers convinced those soldiers
and officers in surrounded military compounds
not to resist: "choose Russian peace instead of
Ukrainian war." Back then many of them defected
because of fear to fulfill their duty. Russian
propaganda portrayed Crimea as an island of
peace, protected from a hurricane approaching
from Kyiv.

However, "Russian peace" did not stop at the
administrative borders of Crimea. That was not
enough for Putin. A full-scale invasion of the
mainland instantly destroyed any illusion of
peace on the peninsula as well. Traitors who were
afraid to defend Ukraine in 2014 are now forced to
die for Russia. The aggressor did not expect that
Crimea would become a full-fledged theater of

Big bang in Novofedorivka. For several
hours, residents of the temporarily
occupied village and tourists alike
watched the destruction of Russian
military hardware. The shouts of a
Russian tourist were used as samples by
the Ukrainian band FRSHMND to record
one of the most telling tracks of this
war: "Mom, mommy, come on! We need
to get out of here!"

Novofedorivka,

Autonomous Republic of Crimea

Back on March 03, 2014, under the noses of
the invaders blocking the military unit of the
10th Naval Aviation Brigade, Ukrainian defenders
carry out a daring operation. Without warning
the higher command, in total radio silence,
planes and helicopters from the Novofedorivka
air base fly to the Kulbakyne airfield in Mykolaiv
Oblast. The breakthrough is led by acting brigade
commander, Colonel |hor Bedzai. He and his
subordinates remain faithful to the oath of
allegiance to the people of Ukraine.

Russian occupiers from the 43rd Naval Aviation
Regiment of the Black Sea Fleet are settling in
the military compound of the Ukrainian brigade
in Novofedorivka. They hardly expect to receive
"warm greetings" from the rightful owners of the

runway. However, on August 09, 2022 the Defense
Forces of Ukraine remind the new residents of
themselves with a powerful air strike. And this is
just the beginning.

Crimeans loyal to Ukraine
are fighting together with the colleagues of Ihor
Bedzai. They fight to be able to return home. m
